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RULES OF ORDER 
 

 
1. The meeting will be run in accordance with the provisions of the B.C. Society Act, the Bylaws of 

the Society, and the current (2000) edition of Robert’s Rules of Order. 
 
2. Only Association members in good standing are entitled to speak, make motions and vote. 
 
3. Proxy voting is permitted.  Members may not pass their individual voting cards or ballots to 

someone else to vote on their behalf. 
 
4. Members who wish to speak will approach a microphone, wait to be acknowledged by the 

chair, and open by showing their voting card and stating their name. 
 
5. On each issue, each member will be entitled to speak up to two (2) times, for no longer than 

three minutes each time.  Speaking a third time or longer than three minutes will require 
permission from the voting members. 

 
6. To speak a second time on the same issue (or ask an additional question on a report) a 

member must wait until those who wish to speak on it for the first time have spoken. 
 
7. Debate must be germane to the motion on the floor.  The chair may alternate between 

proponents and opponents of a pending motion. 
 
8. Only motions which have been pre-scheduled on the agenda and which are not in conflict with 

the Bylaws of the Association will be allowed. 
 
9. Debate on a motion may be closed by unanimous consent, or – if unanimous consent is not 

evident – by motion to close debate (such a motion is presented from a microphone, is not 
debatable, and requires a seconder, and a 2/3 vote.)
