The Community Services Hub in Taylor honoured with 2018 Facility Excellence Award

By housing the Community Services department in the same building as the Taylor Community Hall,
which hosts the majority of community events and activities, the Community Services Hub has offered
an innovative solution and workspace for the department that has improved resource management. The
enhanced workspace allows the Community Services department room for creativity and innovation to
work closely with the community and deliver a higher level of service to all stakeholders.

The Community Services Hub provides a clear point-of-contact to community groups and organizations
that allows for the creation and building of important relationships to move the community forward
together.
