City of Kelowna honoured with PERC Award for Management Innovation and Ingenuity

and Ingenuity from the BC Recreation and Parks Association (BCRPA). The 2016 award was given for its Strong
Neighbourhoods Program.

This was
done by increasing citizen level of attachment to the community with a focus on creating strong neighbourhoods
that foster a culture of connection and engagement.

Using an
asset-based approach and a focus on well-being, the Strong Neighbourhoods Program aims to support and
enhance an individual’s quality of life right where they live. Grants to support Neighbourhood Block Parties,
humourous parking etiquette cards, and mini libraries are just a few examples of how the program has made a
positive difference.

The PERC Award for Management Innovation and Ingenuity Excellence recognizes the creative implementation of
an idea to develop something that is unique and special that other organizations could adapt in their own
settings.
